Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
Fiscal Year 2025-2026
October 1, 2025 – September 30, 2026
The City of Wichita Falls is now accepting applications from local non-profit organizations that wish to apply for funding through the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. Funding will be for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2025, and ending September 30, 2026.
The City of Wichita Falls partners with local non-profit organizations to provide financial support for eligible activities and projects that meet the purpose of the CDBG Program and meet a local priority need identified by the Consolidated Plan. The CDBG Program’s purpose is to support the development of viable communities by encouraging suitable living environments, decent housing, and expanded economic opportunities. For organizations to be eligible, an organization must primarily serve low-to-moderate-income persons or exclusively serve low-to-moderate-income persons in CDBG-eligible areas.
This year, the City of Wichita Falls expects to receive additional funds through the CDBG entitlement grant from the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) included in the federal budget process. The federal budget process has not been completed, so funding amounts for the upcoming year are unknown at this time.
Last year the City received approximately $1.22 million in CDBG funding. Approximately $308,000 of the combined total amount was available to fund eligible activities proposed by local non-profit organizations.  
Grants for service-related activities is limited due to federal regulations, and, as such, are highly competitive.  Eligible projects related to physical improvements of the organization’s facility typically have greater funding availability. While eligible physical improvement applications generally have more funding availability all eligible applications will be accepted.
To apply for CDBG funding, your agency will need to submit a completed application by the deadline of Friday, April 4 at 5:00 PM.  You can get an application packet:

In your budget, be certain to include all sources of funding for your project, not just the CDBG amount requested.  Note that projects located within the 100-year floodplain or floodway are not eligible for funding.
